Mission:  The mission of the Catholic Community Foundation is “to carry on the work of Christ by fostering philanthropy”.
Summary:  The Catholic Community Foundation has made grants of over $4.8 million to support important charitable work within the Roman Catholic Diocese of Phoenix through the Foundation’s Annual Grants program.  Led by the Catholic Community Foundation’s Board of Directors, composed of clergy and laity, the volunteer Grants Committee carefully reviews each application and attempts to award funds in areas where the greatest need can be met in the most efficient way possible.

In 2011, the Foundation awarded $426,400 to worthy communication projects, schools and catechetical programs through its grants program.  These grants are made possible thanks to the generosity of Foundation benefactors who have entrusted the Catholic Community Foundation to manage their personal philanthropy.

In addition, the Foundation manages 150 school and parish endowments and a number of restricted funds, through which grants are made directly in support of specific institutions or charitable organizations throughout the Diocese of Phoenix and beyond.
· PLEASE NOTE: 

· Requests for funding of salaries and capital improvements do not qualify for grant monies.

· Due to the finite amount of grant monies available, not all proposals can be funded.

· Funding in the past does not guarantee continued funding.

· Lack of funding in the past does not indicate that funding will not be possible in future years.

Requirements:
1. Applicants must be a registered 501(c)(3) charity in Arizona.
2. Applicants must provide a current list of the school’s Board of Directors and/or Advisory Board, including addresses, with their applications.

3. A school representative must be present at the Annual Grants Reception in order to collect the grant.

4. Grant recipients must submit a letter of acknowledgement for grant funds received to the Catholic Community Foundation by January 1, 2013 to be shared with its Board of Directors, Grants Committee, and others.

5. Grant recipients must consent to signing a photo/video release.

Criteria:  In an effort to make Catholic school education in the Diocese of Phoenix affordable, the highest priority for funding in this category is tuition assistance; however, the Catholic Community Foundation may consider other programs as well.

Process:  The process to apply for a Catholic Schools Grant is as follows:

· Each August, the Catholic Community Foundation calls for applications that meet its funding criteria.  

· Applicants send completed application packets to the Catholic Community Foundation via mail, fax, or email before the November 15th deadline.
· The Foundation’s Grants Committee reviews all applications and submits their report to the Board of Directors at its annual March meeting.  

· The Foundation announces grant recipients annually by April.  

· Grant checks are distributed at the Annual Grants Reception in the fall.

Application Instructions:  

1. Grant Applications are available at www.ccfphx.org in the Grants section of the Foundation website.  Applications are in MS Word format, and are designed to be filled out on your computer, and then printed for signature and submission.  

Alternatively, you may save the application on your computer hard drive and open it in MS Word to fill in at a later time.  

2. Applications must be typed.  Handwritten applications will not be accepted.

3. Applications must be signed by the applicant AND the Pastor or Program Supervisor.

4. The following documents must be submitted with all Catholic Schools Grant application packets:

· Current list of the school’s Board of Directors and/or Advisory Board, including addresses
· 2011/2012 School Budget – please use the template provided
· Signed photo/video release

Incomplete application packets will not be considered.

5. Completed application packets may be submitted in one of the following ways:
